IT Samuel--These are the last words of David the son of Jesse. The God of Jacob chose David and
made him a great king. The Mighty God of Israel loved him. When God told him to speak, David
said: "The Spirit of the Lord has told me what to say. Our Mighty Rock, the God of Jacob, told me,
'A ruler who obeys God and does right is like the sunrise on a cloudless day, or like rain that sparkles
on the grass.' I have ruled this way, and God will never break his promise to me. God's promise is
complete and unchanging; he will always help me and give me what I hope for. But evil people are
pulled up like thornbushes. They are not dug up by hand, but with a sharp spear and are burned on
the spot.

Ephesians--Act like people with good sense and not like fools. These are evil times, so make every
minute count. Don't be stupid. Instead, find out what the Lord wants you to do. Don't destroy yourself
by getting drunk but let the Spirit fill your life.

WHITE GIFT OFFERING

Each year we observe White Gift
Sunday, when the Sunday School
Classes and other groups give
special offerings. Several people
have asked “What is White Gift
Sunday, and why do we do it?”
Mprs. Louise Hildebrandt wrote the
following in the December 1932
Beacon.

“This strange country is called
Cathay, and the ruler thereof is one
Kublai Khan, a mighty warrior,
who, by reason of his strong will
and trusty sword, has made himself
lord of the whole land. His
government is both wise and just,
and is administered for vich and
poor, alike, without fear or

favor. On the king’s birthday the
people observe what is called the
White Feast.

Then are the king and his court
assembled in a great room of the
palace, which is all white, the floor
of marble and the walls hung with
curtains of white silk. All are in
white apparel and they offer unto
the king white gifts, to show that
their love and loyalty are without
stain. The rich bring to their lovrd
pearls, carvings of ivory, white
chargers, and costly embroidered
garments. The poor present white
pigeons and handfuls of rice. Nor
doth the great king regard one gift
above another so long as all be
white. And so do they keep the
king’s birthday.”
